In response to a point raised at Parent Forum, the following outlines what each event 
of the calendar is and who is invited to attend. 
 

Big Maths  A whole day of maths for the children to practise and develop 
skills in a fun and exciting context.

An open afternoon which is held at the end of each half term 
– an opportunity for any parents and other family members 
to come into school, look at displays and topic books. 

Big Write A whole day of literacy and writing for the children to 
practise and develop skills in a fun and exciting context. 

Open Day This Open Day is targeted at prospective parents for the next 
September intake. 

Class Assemblies Each class hosts 2 class assemblies within the school year.  All 
parents from the hosting class are invited to attend. 

Parent Forum This is held every term and is an opportunity for parents to 
come and ask questions, make suggestions and offer ideas. 

Carols & Cakes We run this event each Christmas – villagers and any 
grandparents who wish to come are invited to school to 
watch a performance of the Nativity followed by a cuppa and 
a cake. 

Nativity Service  This church service is for parents of all children.  Rabbits class 
and Y2 do the nativity and Years 3-6 support the singing. 

Book Week This is a week we hold in school to coincide with World Book 
Day. Across the week the children take part in a range of 
literacy activities and for one day during this week all the 
children are invited to come dressed as their favourite book 
character. 

SATS Meeting for 
Parents 

This is an after school meeting for the children and parents in 
Year 6 so they know what to expect and how best to prepare 
for their SATs tests.

This is an evening meeting for the parents who will have a 
child starting with us in September. 

Transition Days These are four half days when the new September intake 
come and visit us.  For one of these days all the other 
children in the school will also visit their new class.
